mation, as well as allows you to take interest invento-
ries to help you to make informed choices about your

2. Begin planning what you want to do after you gradu-
ate (college/university, technical school, military, and/

or workforce)  

3. Start exploring colleges/jobs (do your research)  

4. Contact colleges/universities of interest and try to visit 
at least one school or shadow at least one job   

5. Get involved in some school organizations if you are 
not already involved 

6. Calculate your GPA to 4.0 scale and see where you 

are and what needs improvement 

7. Work on improving your GPA  

8. Keep in mind you will need at least a 3.0 GPA to 

qualify for HOPE
